BALANCE SHEET WOES. Foreign exchange volatility remains biggest challenge, says InterGlobe Aviation

Foreign exchange volatility 
continues to remain one of 
the biggest risks for IndiGo, 
said the airline’s parent com- 
pany, InterGlobe Aviation. 

As per the company, every 
%1 movement against the US 
dollar translates into nearly 
%900 crore of balance sheet 
impact for theairline. 

Speaking during an ana- 
lyst call following the com- 
pany’s Q4FY26 earnings an- 
nouncement, the airline’s 
management said IndiGo’s 
total foreign exchange ex- 
posure currently stands at 
nearly $10 billion, of which 
around $1.3 billion has been 
hedged. 

According to the airline’s 
CFO Gaurav Negi, the airline 
will continue evaluating op- 
portunities to  increase 
hedging coverage  going 
forward.

rollout slated for May 2027, 
India Inc has been buckling 
up as non-compliance with 
the DPDP Act and data 
breaches carry heavy penal- 
ties of up to 3250 crore per 
incident.

legislation DPDP Act bal- 
ances the rights of individu- 
als to protect their personal 
data with the need for lawful 
data processing. It mandates 
clear consent, strong secur- 
ity safeguards and intro- 
duces heavy penalties for 
data breaches. 

Srinivas L, Joint MD and 
Joint CEO, 63SATS Cyber- 
tech, in an interaction with 
businessline said the recent 
cyberattacks on public insti- 
tutions such as mutual fund 
houses and educational in- 
stitutions have exposed the 
vulnerability ~ of T 
infrastructure.

IndiGo expects mid-teen 
unit revenue growth during 
the first quarter of FY27, 
partly aided by fuel sur- 
charge adjustments and a fa- 
vourable base effect. 
He added that the airline 

expects full restoration of 
the affected international ca- 
pacitybythe end of June. 

Additionally, the airline 
expects capacity addition in 
the Indian market to be 
around 3-4 per cent year-on- 
year during the first. quarter 
of FY27.

“While we widen our in- 
ternational footprint, we will 
protect our core domestic 
business,” headded. 
The airline ended FY26 

with a total cash balance of 
51,650.6 crore, including 
free cash 0f336,216.3 crore. 

In addition, InterGlobe 
Aviation said total debt, in- 
cluding capitalised operating 
lease liabilities, stood at 
X77,749.2 crore. 

As of March 31, 2026, In- 
diGo operated a fleet of 441 
aircraft and provided ser- 
vices to 97 domestic and 45 
international destinations.

‘What are key takeaways 
from the Q4FY26 
performance?

Our operating margin 
level was 17.5 per cent. It was 
a good year and a good 
foundation for the next year. 
We have guided 12.5 per cent 
growth for the next year and 
are  well-positioned  to 
achieve it. Next year’s 
growth will be the basis for 
aspirational growth of about 
15 per cent the year after. 
Some have observed that 
12.5 per cent growth appears 
somewhat higher than the 
industry. Several mid-sized 
firms in the $1-2 billion 
range are growing at over 15 
per cent. There is no reason 
why we should not be able to 
achieve similar growth. 

‘What proportion of 
FY26 growth came from 
existing customers 
versus new client 
additions? 
'VN: Repeat business is about 
93 per cent. Asof the halfway 
point, our run rate for the 
year was $19 million. The 
definition of ‘new’ differs

from a sales perspective and 
a reporting perspective. 
From a sales standpoint, a 
salesperson retains owner- 
ship of anew customer for 18 
months. For reporting pur- 
poses, customers added out- 
side the rolling 12-month 
period accounted for about 7 
per cent. 

JA: The total number of 
customers or logos increased 
byaround 51 per cent during 
the year. 

Couldyou sharea 
breakdown of revenues 
coming from Al-linked 
projects? 
VN: We created GBS as a sep- 
arate business unit even be- 
fore the broader Al wave ac- 
celerated. Today, it 
contributes 3.3 per cent of 
our revenues, and everything 
it does is Al-led, since it was 
established as an Al innova- 
tion centre. At the same 
time, over the last 18 
months, Al has become em- 
bedded  across  almost 
everything we do. Al is now 
part of software develop- 
ment, and 6-7 of our repeat- 
able solutions across PDES 
and IMSS are Al-enabled, or 
Al-driven offerings created 
either directly by GBS or 
with its contribution. 
We will come out with a 

number for contributions 
from Al-led services. It’s 
only a matter of the next 
quarter ora few months. 

We have 2-3 large 
customers in that 
(GCC) region, and 
we're seeing a 
continued uptick in 
demand.

Another important point 
is that many people assess Al 
revenues based on contract 
structures such as time-and- 
materials or fixed-price 
models.

Even if a large share of busi- 
ness is Al-led, the contract 
model may still formally re- 
main TNM or FP.

Have geopolitical 
tensions inthe GCC 
affected client 
decision-making or 
discretionary tech 
spendingin any way?
